9.5 SUMMARY OF SUBSTANTIAL
PROVISIONS OF THE TRUST DEED

e The Trustee shall ensure before the launch of any
Scheme that the AMC has:-

- systems in place for its back office, dealing
room and accounting;

- appointed all key personnel including fund
manager(s) for the Scheme(s) and submitted
their bio-data which shall contain educational
qualifications, past experience in the securities
market, with the Trustee, within 15 days of
their appointment;

- appointed auditors to audit its accounts;

- appointed a compliance officer to comply with
regulatory requirements and to redress
investors’ grievances;

- appointed registrars and laid down parameters
for their supervisions;

- prepared a compliance manual and designed
internal control mechanisms including internal
audit systems; and

- specified norms for empanelment of brokers
and marketing agents.

e The Trustee shall obtain the consent of the Unit
holders:

- whenever required to do so by SEBI in the
interest of the Unit holders; or

- whenever required to do so on the requisition
made by three-fourths of the Unit holders of
any Scheme or such number of Unit holders as
may be prescribed by SEBI from time to time;
or

- when the majority of the directors of the Trustee
Company decide to wind up or prematurely
redeem Units of any Scheme.

e The Trustee shall ensure that no change in the
fundamental attributes of any Scheme or the trust
or fees and expenses payable or any other changes
which would modify the Scheme or affect the
interest of the Unit holders shall be carried out
unless:

- awritten communication about the proposed
change is sent to each Unit holder and an
advertisement is given in one English daily
newspaper having nation-wide circulation as
well as in a newspaper published in the
language of the region where the Head Office
of the Mutual Fund is situated; and

- the Unit holders are given an option to exit at
the prevailing Net Asset Value without any Exit
Load.

e The Trustee shall exercise due diligence as under:

A. General Due Diligence :
(i) the Directors of the Trustee shall be discerning
in the appointment of the directors on the
Board of the AMC.

(i) the Board of Directors shall review the
desirability of continuance of the AMC if
substantial irregularities are observed in any of
the schemes and shall not allow the AMC to
float new schemes.

(iii) the Trustee shall ensure that the trust property
is properly protected, held and administered
by proper persons and by a proper number of

such persons.

(iv) the Trustee shall ensure that all service providers
are holding appropriate registrations from SEBI
or concerned regulatory authority.

(v) the Trustee shall arrange for test checks of
service contracts.

(vi) the Trustee shall immediately report to SEBI of
any special developments in the Mutual Fund.

B. Specific Due Diligence:
The Trustee shall:

(i) obtaininternal audit reports at regular intervals
from independent auditors appointed by the
Trustee.

(i) obtain compliance certificates at regular
intervals from the AMC.

(iii) hold meetings of the Trustee more frequently.

(iv) consider the reports of the independent auditor
and compliance reports of the AMC at the
meetings of Trustee for appropriate action.

(v) maintain records of the decisions of the Trustee
at their meetings and of the minutes of the
meetings.

(vi) prescribe and adhere to a code of ethics by the
Trustee, AMC and its personnel.

(vii) communicate in writing to the AMC of the
deficiencies and checking on the rectification
of deficiencies.

e Notwithstanding anything contained in any
applicable SEBI Regulations, the Directors of the
Trustee shall not be held liable for acts done in
good faith, if they have exercised adequate due
diligence honestly.

e The independent Directors shall pay specific
attention to the following:

» the Investment Management Agreement and
the compensation paid under the agreement.

> service contracts with affiliates — whether the
AMC has charged higher fees than outside
contractors for the same services.

» selection of the AMC’s independent directors.

> securities transactions involving affiliates to the
extent such transactions are permitted.

» selection and nomination of individuals to fill
independent directors vacancies.

» code of ethics must be designed to prevent
fraudulent, deceptive or manipulative practices
by insiders in connection with personal
securities transactions.

» thereasonableness of fees paid to Settlor, AMC
and any others for services provided.

> principal underwriting contracts and their
renewals.

> any service contract with the associates of the
AMC.

10. HDFC MUTUAL FUND -
INVESTMENT STRATEGY AND
RISK CONTROL

10.1 HDFC GROWTH FUND (HGF)

(HGF was launched on July 20, 2000. The initial offer
period for the Scheme ended on August 10, 2000.
HGF has been open for ongoing sales and redemptions
since September 21, 2000.)

The investment approach will be based on a set of well
established but flexible principles that emphasise the
concept of sustainable economic earnings and cash
return on investment as the means of valuation of
companies.

Five basic principles serve as the foundation for this

investment approach. They are as follows:

1. Focus on the long term

2. Investments confer proportionate ownership
of the business

3. Maintain a margin of safety
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4. Maintain a balanced outlook on the market
5. Disciplined approach to selling

In order to implement the investment approach
effectively, it would be important to periodically meet
the management face to face. This would provide an
understanding of their broad vision and commitment
to the long term business objectives.

The Investment Strategy is expected to be a function
of extensive research and based on data and reasoning,
rather than current fashion and emotion. The objective
will be to identify “businesses with superior growth
prospects and good management, at a reasonable
price”.

Pending deployment of funds of the Scheme in
securities in terms of the investment objective of the
Scheme, the AMC may invest the funds of the Scheme
in short term deposits of scheduled commercial banks.

10.2 HDFC BALANCED FUND (HBF)

(HBF was launched on July 20, 2000. The initial offer
period for the Scheme ended on August 10, 2000. HBF
has been open for ongoing sales and redemptions
since September 21, 2000.)

The HBF is positioned as a lower risk alternative to a
pure equities scheme, while retaining some of the
upside potential from equities exposure. The Scheme
provides the Investment Manager with the flexibility to
shift allocations in the event of a change in view
regarding an asset class.

Asset allocation between equities and debt is a critical
function in a balanced fund. It is proposed to
continuously monitor the potential for both debt and
equities to arrive at a dynamic allocation between the
asset classes.

The equity and debt portfolios of the Scheme would
be managed as per the respective investment strategies
detailed herein.

Equity Investments :

The investment approach would be based on the
concept of economic earning power and cash return
on investments.

Five basic principles would serve as the foundation

for this investment approach. They are as follows:

1. Focus on the long term

2. Investments confer proportionate ownership
of the business

3. Maintain a margin of safety

4. Maintain a balanced outlook on the market

5. Disciplined approach to selling

Debt Investments :

Debt securities (in the form of non-convertible
debentures, bonds, secured premium notes, zero
interest bonds, deep discount bonds, floating rate
bond/notes, securitised debt, pass through certificates,
asset backed securities, mortgage backed securities
and any other domestic fixed income/debt securities
including structured obligations etc.) include, but are
not limited to:

1. Debt obligations of the Government of India, State
and local Governments, Government Agencies and
statutory bodies (which may or may not carry a
state / central government guarantee),

2. Securities that have been guaranteed by
Government of India and State Governments,

3. Securities issued by Corporate Entities (Public /
Private sector undertakings),

4. Securities issued by Public / Private sector banks,
development financial institutions.

Money market instruments include

1. Commercial papers

2. Commercial bills

3. Treasury bills

4

. Government securities having an unexpired
maturity upto one year

5. Call or notice money

6. Certificate of deposit
7. Usance bills

8. Permitted securities under a repo / reverse repo
agreement

9. Any other like instruments as may be permitted by
RBI / SEBI from time to time.

Investments will be made through secondary market
purchases, initial public offers, other public offers,
placements, right offers (including renunciation) and
negotiated deals. The securities could be listed, unlisted,
privately placed, secured / unsecured, rated / unrated
of any maturity.

The AMC retains the flexibility to invest across all the
securities / instruments in debt and money market.

Investment in debt instruments shall generally have a
low risk profile and those in money market instruments
shall have an even lower risk profile. The maturity
profile of debt instruments will be selected in
accordance with the Fund Managers view regarding
current market conditions, interest rate outlook and
the stability of ratings.

The overall portfolio structure would aim to maintain
risk at a moderate level. Risk would also be controlled
through sensible portfolio diversification and a
conscious attempt to maintain adequate levels of
liquidity at all points in time. Macro economic risk will
be addressed through a constant review of the business
and economic environment. The AMC may from time
to time, review and modify the Schemes’ investment
strategy if such changes are considered to be in the
best interest of Unit holders and appropriate to the
existing market situation.

Pending deployment of funds of the Scheme in
securities in terms of the investment objective of the
Scheme, the AMC may invest the funds of the Scheme
in short term deposits of scheduled commercial banks.

10.3 HDFC INCOME FUND (HIF)

(HIF was launched on July 20, 2000. The initial offer
period for the Scheme ended on August 10, 2000. HIF
has been open for ongoing sales and redemptions
since September 21, 2000.)

Two plans HDFC Income Fund - Premium Plan and
HDFC Income Fund - Premium Plus Plan (having a
common Portfolio alongwith HDFC Income Fund) were
also launched under HDFC Income Fund on March 24,
2003 and March 28, 2003 respectively. Consequently,
the Growth Plan and Dividend Plan were renamed as
Growth Option and Dividend Option. The Application
Form for the Premium Plan and Premium Plus Plan are
distinct from the Income Fund Form(s) attached hereto,
these forms may be obtained from any of the ISCs.

The Scheme will retain the flexibility to invest in the
entire range of debt and money market instruments
(debt and money market instruments as described
in Section 10.2). The flexibility is being retained to
ensure adequate adjustment to the portfolio in response
to a change in the risk to return equation for asset
classes under investment, with a view to maintain risks
within manageable limits.

Investments made from the corpus of the Scheme
would be in accordance with the features of the Scheme
and the provisions of the SEBI Regulations. The AMC
will strive to assess risk of the potential investment in
terms of credit risk, interest rate risk and liquidity risk.
An interest rate scenario analysis would be performed
on an on-going basis, considering the impact of the
developments on the macro-economic front, the
political situation and the demand and supply of funds.

Based on the above analysis, the AMC would manage
the investments of the Scheme on a dynamic basis to
exploit emerging opportunities in the investment
universe and manage risks at all points in time. The
AMC will utilise ratings of rating agencies registered
with SEBI as an input in the decision making process.

The AMC will attempt to reduce liquidity risk by
investing in securities that would result in a staggered

maturity profile of the portfolio, investment in structured
securities that provide easy liquidity and securities that
have reasonable secondary market activity.

Pending deployment of funds of the Scheme in
securities in terms of the investment objective of the
Scheme, the AMC may invest the funds of the Scheme
in short term deposits of scheduled commercial banks.

10.4 HDFC LIQUID FUND (HLF)

(HLF was launched on October 17, 2000. The issue
opened on October 17, 2000 and is perpetually open
thereafter.)

Two plans HDFC Liquid Fund - Premium Plan and HDFC
Liquid Fund - Premium Plus Plan (having a common
Portfolio alongwith HDFC Liquid Fund) were also
launched under HDFC Liquid Fund on February 24,
2003. Consequently, the Growth Plan and Dividend
Plan were renamed as Growth Option and Dividend
Option. The Application Form for these Plans are
separately available at any of the ISCs.

The Scheme will retain the flexibility to invest in the
entire range of money market and debt instruments
(money market and debt instruments as described
in Section 10.2).

Investments made from the corpus of the Scheme
would be in accordance with the investment objective
of the Scheme and the provisions of the SEBI
Regulations. Liquidity being the primary objective, the
AMC will strive to achieve this by way of a judicious
portfolio mix comprising of money market and debt
instruments. Every investment opportunity would be
assessed with regard to credit risk, interest rate risk
and liquidity risk. A detailed credit evaluation of each
investment opportunity will be undertaken. The AMC
will utilise ratings of rating agencies registered with
SEBI as an input in the decision making process.

An interest rate scenario analysis would be performed
on an on-going basis, considering the impact of the
developments on the macro-economic front and the
demand and supply of funds. Based on the above
analysis, the AMC would manage the investments of
the Scheme on a dynamic basis to exploit emerging
opportunities in the investment universe and manage
risks at all points in time.

The AMC will provide liquidity by maintaining a low
average duration of the portfolio and by investing in
securities that would result in a staggered maturity
profile of the portfolio. Liquidity will also be managed
by investing in the call money / repo market when call
money / repo yields are attractive relative to other
money market yields. Investment in debt instruments
would generally be in securities that have reasonable
secondary market activity.

10.5 HDFC TAX PLAN 2000 (HTP)

(HTP an open-ended equity linked savings scheme
[ELSS] was launched on December 26, 2000. The
initial offer period for the Scheme ended on December
27, 2000. HTP has been open for ongoing sales and
redemptions (subject to completion of Lock-in
Period) since January 2, 2001).

The particulars of the Scheme have been prepared in
accordance with the Equity Linked Savings Scheme,
1992 and Equity Linked Savings (Amendment) Scheme,
1998 notifications issued by the Department of
Economics Affairs, Ministry of Finance, Government of
India.

The funds collected under the Scheme shall be invested
in equities, cumulative convertible preference shares
and fully convertible debentures and bonds of
companies. Investment may be made in partly
convertible debentures and bonds including those
issued on a rights basis subject to the condition that,
as far as possible, the non-convertible portion of the
debenture so acquired or subscribed shall be disinvested
within a period of 12 months.

It shall be ensured that funds of the Scheme shall
remain invested to the extent of at least 80% in
securities specified above.
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Pending investment of funds of the Scheme in the
required manner, the AMC may invest the funds of the
Scheme in short-term money market instruments or
other liquid instruments or both. After 3 years from the
date of allotment of the Units, the Mutual Fund may
hold upto 20% of net assets of the Scheme in short-
term money market instruments.

The investment approach would be based on the

concept of economic earning power and cash return

on investments. Five basic principles would serve

as the foundation for this investment approach.

They are as follows:

1. Focus on the long term

2. Investments confer proportionate ownership
of the business

3. Maintain a margin of safety

4. Maintain a balanced outlook on the market

5. Disciplined approach to selling

In summary, the assessment of investment value is a
function of extensive research and based on data and
reasoning, rather than current fashion and emotion.
The idea is to develop a model that allows us to
identify “businesses with superior growth
prospects and good management, at a reasonable
price”.

In order to implement the investment approach
effectively, it would be important to periodically meet
the management face to face. This would provide an
understanding of their broad vision and commitment
to the long-term business objectives. These meetings
would also be useful in assessing key determinants of
management quality such as orientation to minority
shareholders, ability to cope with adversity and
approach to allocating surplus cash flows. Discussions
with management would also enable benchmarking
actual performance against stated commitments.

Investment in debt instruments shall generally have a
low risk profile and those in money market instruments
shall have an even lower risk profile. The maturity
profile of debt / money market instruments will be
selected in accordance with the Fund Managers view
regarding current market conditions, interest rate
outlook and the stability of ratings.

10.6 HDFC GILT FUND (HGILT)

(HGILT was launched on July 16, 2001. The initial offer
period for the Scheme ended on July 17, 2001. HGILT
has been open for ongoing sales and redemptions
since July 25, 2001.)

The Scheme offers investors two separate Plans (i.e.
Short Term Plan and Long Term Plan) representing
investments made and held in two separate investment
portfolios. The portfolios may differ in the portfolio
allocation to a particular asset class and the issue held
as well as in the average maturity of each portfolio.

Short Term Plan :

It is proposed to invest the proceeds of the Short Term
Plan in sovereign securities issued by the Central
Government and/or a State Government with short to
medium term residual maturities.

Long Term Plan :

It is proposed to invest the proceeds of the Long Term
Plan in sovereign securities issued by the Central
Government and/or a State Government with medium
to long term maturities.

The investment team of the AMC will study the macro
economic conditions, including the political, economic
environment and factors affecting liquidity and interest
rates. The AMC would use this analysis to attempt to
predict the likely direction of interest rates and position
the portfolio appropriately to take advantage of the
same.

The Scheme will purchase securities in the public
offerings, as well as those traded in the secondary
markets. On occasions, if deemed appropriate, the
Scheme may also participate in auction of Government
Securities. The Mutual Fund will seek to underwrite
issuance of Government Securities if and when
permitted by SEBI/RBI and subject to the prevailing

rules and regulations specified in this respect and may
also participate in their auction from time to time.

10.7 HDFC SHORT TERM PLAN (HSTP)
(HSTP was launched on February 18, 2002. The initial
offer period for the Scheme ended on February 25,
2002. HSTP has been open for ongoing sales and
redemptions since March 4, 2002.)

Two plans HDFC Short Term Plan - Premium Plan and
HDFC Short Term Plan - Premium Plus Plan (having a
common Portfolio alongwith HDFC Short Term Plan)
were also launched under HDFC Short Term Plan on
February 24, 2003. Consequently, the Growth Plan
and Dividend Plan were renamed as Growth Option
and Dividend Option. The Application Form for these
Plans are separately available at any of the ISCs.
The primary objective of the HDFC Short Term Plan is
to generate regular income through investment in
debt securities and money market instruments. The
net assets of the Scheme will be invested in Debt
Securities and Money market instruments (debt and
money market instruments as described in Section
10.2).

Investments will be made through secondary market
purchases, initial public offers, other public offers,
placements and right offers (including renunciation).
The securities could be listed, unlisted, privately placed,
secured / unsecured, rated / unrated of any maturity.
The AMC retains the flexibility to invest across all the
securities / instruments in debt and money market.
Investment in debt instruments shall generally have a
low risk profile and those in money market instruments
shall have an even lower risk profile. The maturity
profile of debt instruments will be selected in
accordance with the AMC’s view regarding current
market conditions, interest rate outlook and the stability
of ratings.

Every investment opportunity would be assessed with
regard to credit risk, interest rate risk and liquidity risk.
A detailed credit evaluation of each investment
opportunity will be undertaken. The AMC will utilise
ratings of recognised rating agencies as an input in the
decision making process. An interest rate scenario
analysis would be performed on an on-going basis,
considering the impact of the developments on the
macro-economic front and the demand and supply of
funds. The AMC will provide liquidity by maintaining
alow average duration of the portfolio and by investing
in securities that would result in a staggered maturity
profile of the portfolio.

Concept

HDFC Short Term Plan, is structured as an open- ended
income scheme with the objective to generate regular
income through investments in debt securities and
money market instruments. The characteristics of the
product are similar to that of a debt fund.

HDFC Mutual Fund offers the HDFC Liquid Fund for
parking of short term surpluses and the HDFC Income
Fund for longer term investments. With respect to the
investment horizon profile, this Scheme is aimed to be
positioned between the liquid scheme and the income
scheme.

The Scheme will invest in debt securities and money
market instruments with a short to medium term
maturity and aims to maintain an average maturity
profile of 9 - 18 months under normal circumstances.

10.8 HDFC INDEX FUND

(HDFC Index Fund was launched on July 3, 2002. The
initial offer period for the Scheme ended on July 10,
2002. HDFC Index Fund has been open for ongoing
sales and redemption since July 19, 2002)

The SENSEX Plan and the Nifty Plan will be managed
passively with investments in stocks in a proportion
that is as close as possible to the weightages of these
stocks in the respective indices. The investment strategy
would revolve around reducing the tracking error to
the least possible through regular rebalancing of the
portfolio, taking into account the change in weights
of stocks in the indices as well as the incremental
collections / redemptions from these Plans.

The SENSEX Plus Plan will be passively managed to the

extent of 80-90% of the net assets of the Plan and
would follow similar investment strategy as for the
SENSEX and the Nifty Plan, for this component. The
actively managed portion of 10-20% of net assets of
the Plan would be invested in stocks that have been
identified as having high probability to outperform the
SENSEX. The Investment Manager would follow the
process of in-depth research to identify such candidates
from stocks other than those comprising the SENSEX,
for potential investment.

10.9 HDFC FLOATING RATE INCOME FUND

(HDFC Floating Rate Income Fund was launched on
December 27, 2002. The initial offer period for the
Scheme ended on January 8, 2003. HDFC Floating
Rate Income Fund has been open for ongoing sales
and redemption since January 16, 2003)

The net asset of the Scheme will be invested in a
portfolio comprising substantially of floating rate debt /
money market instruments, fixed rate debt instruments
swapped for floating rate returns, and fixed rate debt
instruments and money market instruments.

The primary objective of this Scheme is to substantially
minimise the interest rate risk for the investors.
Conventional fixed interest rate investments are open
to interest rate risk and hence volatility of price
movements depending on interest rate fluctuations.
Floating rate instruments are securities that are repriced
at periodic intervals based on certain accepted
benchmarks, by virtue of this periodic repricing the
interest rate risk is minimised. Fixed rate instruments
can also be swapped to generate floating rate returns
by using derivative instruments such as interest rate
swaps, forward rate agreements etc.

The fixed income derivative market has made
considerable progress in the last 12 -18 months and
has evolved into an excellent tool for risk management.
The Scheme intends to use derivative instruments such
as interest rate swaps (IRS), forward rate agreements
(FRA) and any other derivative instruments as may be
permitted by RBI / SEBI from time to time. Derivatives
will essentially be used for portfolio hedging and
balancing purposes and to generate floating rate return
by swapping fixed rate instruments. The fixed income
derivative market is evolving rapidly and the introduction
of innovative instruments like constant maturity swaps
etc. has considerably enhanced the possibilities of
managing interest rate risk in the Indian environment.

Floating rate debt issuance is a relatively new concept
in India and has grown rapidly with the introduction
and wide acceptance of benchmarks such as NSE /
Reuters MIBOR etc. The Government of India has also
just recently started issuing floating rate sovereign
debt which will give a major impetus to the pace of
development of floating rate market in India. The
Scheme will invest directly in floating rate debt
instruments or will swap the returns from fixed rate
instruments into floating rate returns or vice versa by
the use of derivatives.

The portfolio of the Short Term Plan will normally be
skewed towards short term maturities with higher
liquidity and the portfolio of the Long Term Plan will
be normally skewed towards longer term maturities.

10.10 HDFC EQUITY FUND
(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

In order to provide long term capital appreciation, the
Scheme will invest predominantly in growth companies.
Companies selected under this portfolio would as far
as practicable consist of medium to large sized
companies which:

a) are likely achieve above average growth than the
industry;

b) enjoy distinct competitive advantages, and
c¢) have superior financial strengths.

The aim will be to build a portfolio, which represents
a cross-section of the strong growth companies in the
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prevailing market. In order to reduce the risk of volatility,
the Scheme will diversify across major industries and
economic sectors.

A part of the funds may be invested in debt and money
market instruments.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in derivatives such as Futures & Options
and such other derivative instruments as may be
introduced from time to time for the purpose of hedging
and portfolio balancing and other uses as may be
permitted under the Regulations.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its corpus, not
exceeding 40% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in Global Depository Receipts (GDRs), ADRs, overseas
equity, bonds and mutual funds and such other
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time. Please refer to the Section on Policy
on off-shore Investments by the Scheme(s).

If the investment in equities and related instruments
falls below 70% of the portfolio of the Scheme at any
point in time, it would be endeavoured to review and
rebalance the composition.

10.11 HDFC TOP 200 FUND
(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

The investment strategy of primarily restricting the
equity portfolio to the BSE 200 Index scrips is intended
to reduce risks while maintaining steady growth. Stock
specific risk will be minimised by investing only in those
companies / industries that have been thoroughly
researched by the investment manager's research team.
Risk will also be reduced through a diversification of
the portfolio.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in derivatives such as Futures & Options
and such other derivative instruments as may be
introduced from time to time for the purpose of hedging
and portfolio balancing and other uses as may be
permitted under the regulations and guidelines.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 40% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in Global Depository Receipts (GDRs), ADRs, overseas
equity, bonds and mutual funds and such other
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time. If the investment in equities and
related instruments falls below 65% of the portfolio
of the Scheme at any point in time, it would be
endeavoured to review and rebalance the composition.

10.12 HDFC CAPITAL BUILDER FUND
(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

This Scheme aims to achieve its objectives by investing
in strong companies at prices which are below fair
value in the opinion of the Fund Manager.

The Scheme defines a *'strong company™ as one that
has the following characteristics:

e strong management, characterized by competence
and integrity

e strong position in its business (preferably market
leadership)

e efficiency of operations, as evidenced by profit
margins and asset turnover, compared to its peers
in the industry

e working capital efficiency

e consistent surplus cash generation

e high profitability indicators (returns on funds
employed)

In common parlance, such companies are also called
‘Blue Chips'

The Scheme defines “'reasonable prices' as:

e a market price quote that is around 30% lower
than its value, as determined by the discounted
value of its estimated future cash flows

e a P/E multiple that is lower than the company's
sustainable return on funds employed

e a P/E to growth ratio that is lower than those of
the company's competitors

e incase of companies in cyclical businesses, a market
price quote that is around 50% lower than its
estimated replacement cost

Note: The Scheme does not consider it essential for
all companies in the portfolio to satisfy all these criteria.
These are used as guidelines for assessing the valuation
of companies.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in derivatives such as Futures & Options
and such other derivative instruments as may be
introduced from time to time for the purpose of hedging
and portfolio balancing and other uses as may be
permitted under the Regulations and guidelines.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 40% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in Global Depository Receipts (GDRs), ADRs, overseas
equity, bonds and mutual funds and such other
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time. Please refer to the Section on Policy
on off-shore Investments by the Scheme(s).

10.13 HDFC TAXSAVER

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

The particulars of the Scheme have been prepared in
accordance with the Equity Linked Savings Scheme,
1992 and Equity Linked Savings (Amendment) Scheme,
1998 notifications issued by the Department of
Economics Affairs, Ministry of Finance, Government of
India.

The funds collected under the Scheme shall be invested
in equities, cumulative convertible preference shares
and fully convertible debentures and bonds of
companies. Investment may be made in partly
convertible debentures and bonds including those
issued on a rights basis subject to the condition that,
as far as possible, the non-convertible portion of the
debenture so acquired or subscribed shall be disinvested
within a period of 12 months.

It shall be ensured that funds of the Scheme shall
remain invested to the extent of at least 80% in
securities specified above.

Pending investment of funds of the Scheme in the
required manner, the AMC may invest the funds of the
Scheme in short-term money market instruments or
other liquid instruments or both. After 3 years from the
date of allotment of the Units, the Mutual Fund may
hold upto 20% of net assets of the Scheme in short-
term money market instruments.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in derivatives such as Futures & Options
and such other derivative instruments as may be
introduced from time to time for the purpose of hedging
and portfolio balancing and other uses as may be
permitted under the Regulations and guidelines.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 40% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in Global Depository Receipts (GDRs), ADRs, overseas
equity, bonds and mutual funds and such other
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time.

10.14 HDFC PRUDENCE FUND

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

The investments in the Scheme will comprise both
debt and equities. The Scheme would invest in Debt
instruments such as Government securities, money
market instruments, securitised debts, corporate
debentures and bonds, preference shares, quasi
Government bonds, and in equity shares. In the long
term, the mix between debt instruments and equity
instruments is targeted between 60:40 and 40:60

respectively. The exact mix will be a function of interest
rates, equity valuations, reserves position and risk taking
capacity of the portfolio.

In such times when the interest rates are high,
investment in debt would generally more attractive
versus equities and accordingly the Fund is likely to
increase the debt component in the Scheme's portfolio.
Similarly in times when the interest rates are low and
the equity valuations are cheap, the Scheme is likely
to reduce exposure to debt and increase exposure to
equities. In addition to debt and equities, the Scheme
will also invest in money market instruments. The
exact proportion in money market instruments will be
a function of the liquidity needs and the attractiveness
of the debt/ equity markets. At times when neither the
debt market nor equities are attractive for investment,
more resources may be temporarily invested in money
market investments to be invested in debt/ equities at
a more appropriate time.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in derivatives such as Futures & Options
and such other derivative instruments as may be
introduced from time to time for the purpose of hedging
and portfolio balancing and other uses as may be
permitted under the Regulations and Guidelines.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 40% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in Global Depository Receipts (GDRs), ADRs, overseas
equity, bonds and mutual funds and such other
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time. Please refer to the Section on Policy
on off-shore Investments by the Scheme(s).

If the investment in equities and related instruments
falls below 40% of the portfolio or rises above 60%
of the portfolio of the Scheme at any point in time, it
would be endeavoured to review and rebalance the
composition.

10.15 HDFC HIGH INTEREST FUND

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

The Investment strategy of restricting the portfolio
largely to debt, money market and related instruments
is intended to reduce risk while maintaining steady
income. Credit risk will be minimised by investing only
in those companies/industries that have been
researched by the Investment Manager's research team
supported by information from credit rating agencies
registered with SEBI. Risk will also be reduced through
diversification of the portfolio. Monies collected shall
be invested in transferable securities in the money
market or in the capital market or in privately placed
debentures as per the SEBI Regulations.

The Portfolio would be reviewed and rebalanced on a
continual basis.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in such derivative instruments as may
be introduced from time to time for the purpose of
hedging and portfolio balancing and other uses as
may be permitted under the Regulations.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 20% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in bonds and mutual funds and such other debt
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time.

10.16 HDFC HIGH INTEREST FUND -
SHORT TERM PLAN

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

HDFC High Interest Fund - Short Term Plan aims to
provide more stable returns to shorter-term investors
with lower interest rate risk than the Dividend and
Growth Plans of HDFC High Interest Fund (the main
scheme). Except for this, the investment strategy for
Short Term Plan would be in line with that of the main
Scheme. Hence, over the long term, returns in the
main Scheme may be higher than that of Short Term
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Plan but over the short term, Short Term Plan will have
a relatively lower exposure to interest rate movements
as its portfolio maturity may be shorter than that of the
main Scheme.

10.17 HDFC SOVEREIGN GILT FUND

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

Keeping in view the objective of generating stable
returns free of Credit Risk, investments would be made
solely in securities issued by Central Government and/
or a State Government and/or repos/ reverse repos in
such securities as and when permitted by RBI. The
Scheme will endeavour to invest mainly in securities
issued by Government of India. In case of State
Government Securities the Scheme will prefer to invest
in securities of well managed, industrially advanced
States with above average prospects. Investments
would preferably be made in State Government
Securities of those States whose economy is graded as
investment grade by SEBI approved credit rating
agencies.

The Scheme will purchase securities in the public
offerings, as well as those traded in the secondary
markets. On occasions, if deemed appropriate, the
Scheme may also participate in auction of Government
Securities. The Fund will seek to underwrite issuance
of Government Securities subject to prevailing rules
and regulations and may also participate in their auction.

It may however be reiterated that the investments
under all the Plans of the Scheme are made in
Government Securities, which are generally free from
credit risk.

Under normal circumstances, the funds of the Scheme,
shall generally be deployed under the following
indicative investment mix. The Scheme may also invest
in the call money market or in an alternative investment
for the call money market as may be provided by the
RBI to meet liquidity requirements. It must be clearly
understood that the percentages of investments to be
made between government securities and call money
or any alternative for the call money market provided
by the RBI can vary substantially depending upon the
perception of the Investment manager, the intention
being at all times to seek to protect the interest of the
Unit holders. The investment pattern shown below is
purely indicative and may change for a short term on
defensive considerations.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in such derivative instruments as may
be introduced from time to time for the purpose of
hedging and portfolio balancing and other uses as
may be permitted under the Regulations.

10.18 HDFC CASH MANAGEMENT FUND

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

The Savings Plan is suitable for investors especially
institutional investors who have short-term savings/
investment horizon and seek liquidity of their investment
at short notice. The Investment Plan is suitable for
investors who have short term investment horizon and
would seek ready liquidity.

Under the Savings Plan, investments will be made in
Money Market and Debt instruments maturing in less
than one year. Under the Investment Plan, investments
will be made in money market instruments and in debt
instruments maturing in less than two years. The
Scheme will purchase securities in primary as well as
secondary markets. The Scheme may also invest in
securities offered by the issuer through private
placements.

The Portfolio would be reviewed and rebalanced on a
continual basis.

The Scheme may also invest upto 25% of net assets
of the Scheme in such derivative instruments as may
be introduced from time to time for the purpose of
hedging and portfolio balancing and other uses as
may be permitted under the Regulations.

The Scheme may also invest a part of its net assets, not
exceeding 20% of its net assets, in overseas markets
in bonds and mutual funds and such other debt
instruments as may be allowed under the Regulations
from time to time.

10.19 HDFC CASH MANAGEMENT FUND -
CALL PLAN

(On June 19, 2003, the Scheme migrated from Zurich
India Mutual Fund to HDFC Mutual Fund)

Investments under the Call Plan would be made
predominantly in fixed income securities with overnight
maturity/ liquidity and the portfolio would be different
from that of the other Plans of HDFC Cash Management
Fund.

10.20 FOR ALL SCHEME(S)

Investment in debt securities by the Scheme(s) (except
HGILT and HSGF) will usually be in instruments which
have been assessed as “high investment grade™ by at
least one credit rating agency authorised to carry out
such activity under the applicable regulations. Pursuant
to SEBI Circular No. MFD/CIR/9/120/2000 dated
November 24, 2000, the AMC may constitute
committee(s) to approve proposals for investments in
unrated debt instruments. The AMC Board and the
Trustee shall approve the detailed parameters for such
investments. The details of such investments would be
communicated by the AMC to the Trustee in their
periodical reports. It would also be clearly mentioned
in the reports, how the parameters have been complied
with. However, in case any unrated debt security does
not fall under the parameters, the prior approval of
Board of AMC and Trustee shall be sought.

Pursuant to the SEBI Regulations, no Scheme shall
make any investments in —

e any unlisted security of an associate or group
company of the Sponsors; or

e any security issued by way of private placement by
an associate or group company of the Sponsors; or

e the listed securities of group companies of the
Sponsors which is in excess of 25% of the net
assets.

The Scheme(s), except HGILT and HSGF may invest in
other schemes managed by the AMC or in the schemes
of any other mutual funds, provided it is in conformity
to the investment objectives of the Scheme(s) and in
terms of the prevailing SEBI Regulations. As per the
SEBI Regulations, no investment management fees
will be charged for such investments and the aggregate
inter scheme investment made by all the scheme(s) of
HDFC Mutual Fund or in the schemes of other mutual
funds shall not exceed 5% of the net asset value of
the HDFC Mutual Fund.

The Scheme(s), except HGILT, HSGF and HDFC Index
Fund may also invest in suitable investment avenues
in overseas financial markets for the purpose of
diversification, commensurate with the Scheme(s)
objective and subject to necessary stipulations by SEBI/
RBI. Towards this end, the Mutual Fund may also appoint
overseas investment advisors and other service
providers, as and when permissible under the
regulations.

HGILT and HSGF being Scheme(s) dedicated exclusively
to investments in Government Securities, the issue of
these Scheme(s) making investments in Group /
Associate Companies of the Sponsors does not arise.

10.21 TRADING IN DERIVATIVES

The Scheme(s), except HGILT and HSGF intends to
use derivatives mainly for the purpose of hedging and
portfolio balancing (in case of HTP and HTS subject
to ELSS guidelines). The value of derivative contracts
outstanding will be limited to:

HSTP - 50%, HDFC Index Fund - 50%, HGF - 20%,
HBF - 20%, HIF - 20%, HLF - 20%, HTP - 20%, HFRIF
- 75%, HEF - 25%, HT200 - 25%, HCBF - 25%, HTS
- 25%, HPF - 25%, HHIF - 25%, HHIF - STP - 25%,
HCMF - 25% of the respective Scheme’s net assets.

11. INVESTMENT DECISIONS

The Investment Committee, comprising of the
Managing Director, the Chief Investment Officer and
the Compliance Officer, will decide on the investment
proposals. Detailed investment proposals precede each
investment decision and are reviewed by the Investment
Committee. Investment proposals for debt investments
contains details such as company and management
background, key investment / product details, financial
analysis and reasons for recommendation. Investment
proposals for equity investments contain details such
as company and management background, key risks
and concerns, financial analysis and valuation and
reasons for recommendation. Periodic presentations
will be made to the Board of Directors of the AMC and
Trustee Company to review the performance of the
Scheme(s).

Investment decisions with regard to Nifty Plan, SENSEX
Plan and the passively managed portfolio of SENSEX
Plus Plan of HDFC Index Fund, would primarily be
related to portfolio re-balancing based on change in
weightage of stocks and the inflows / outflows in the
respective Plans. The decision process for the passively
managed monies would be:

1. Determine the changes in stock weights in the
Index and calculate new weights.

2. Determine the subscriptions and redemptions for
the day and calculate net inflows / outflows for the
day.

3. Use the information obtained above to calculate
ideal number of shares to be held in each stock
comprising the Index.

4. Determine the number of shares to be bought /
sold for each stock and place appropriate orders
for execution.

All investment decisions shall be recorded in terms of
SEBI Circular No. MFD/CIR/6/73/2000, dated July 27,
2000 as amended from time to time.

The Managing Director of the AMC shall ensure that
the Mutual Fund complies with all the provisions of
SEBI (Mutual Funds) Regulations, 1996, as amended
from time to time, including all guidelines, circulars
issued in relation thereto from time to time and that
the investments made by the fund managers are in the
interest of the Unit holders and shall also be responsible
for the overall risk management function of the Mutual
Fund.

The Fund Manager(s) shall ensure that the funds of the
Scheme(s) are invested to achieve the investment
objectives of the Scheme(s) and in the interest of the
Unit holders.

12. PORTFOLIO TURNOVER

The Scheme(s) (except HHIF-Fixed Maturity Plans)
are open-ended Scheme(s). It is expected that there
would be a number of subscriptions and Redemptions
on a daily basis. Consequently, it is difficult to estimate
with any reasonable measure of accuracy, the likely
turnover in the portfolio. However, a high turnover
would not significantly affect the brokerage and
transaction costs.

13. INVESTMENT BY THE AMC
IN THE SCHEME(S)

The AMC may invest in the Scheme(s) anytime during
the continuous offer period subject to the SEBI
Regulations. As per the existing SEBI Regulations, the
AMC will not charge Investment Management and
Advisory fee on the investment made by it in the
Scheme(s).

14. UNDERWRITING

Subject to SEBI Regulations, the Scheme(s) may enter
into underwriting agreements after the Mutual Fund
obtains a certificate of registration in terms of the
Securities and Exchange Board of India (Underwriters)
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Rules and Securities and Exchange Board of India
(Underwriters) Regulations, 1993 authorising it to carry
on activities as underwriters. The capital adequacy
norms for the purpose of underwriting shall be the net
assets of the respective Scheme(s) and the underwriting
obligation of the Scheme shall not at any time exceed
the total net asset value of the respective Scheme(s).

15. INVESTMENT RESTRICTIONS

Pursuant to SEBI Regulations, the following investment
restrictions are applicable to the Scheme(s):

e The Mutual Fund will buy and sell securities on the
basis of deliveries and will in all cases of purchase,
take delivery of relative securities and in all cases
of sale, deliver the securities and will in no case put
itself in a position whereby it has to make short
sales or carry forward transactions or engage in
badla finance (carry forward).

Provided that the Mutual Fund shall enter into
derivatives transactions in a recognised stock
exchange for the purpose of hedging and portfolio
balancing, in accordance with the guidelines issued
by SEBI.

e The Mutual Fund will, for securities purchased in
the non-depository mode get the securities
transferred in the name of the Mutual Fund on
account of the Scheme, wherever the investments
are intended to be of a long-term nature.

e Fach of the respective Schemes shall not invest
more that 15% of its NAV in debt instruments
[irrespective of residual maturity period (above or
below one year)], issued by a single issuer which
are rated not below investment grade by a credit
rating agency authorised to carry out such activity
under the SEBI Act. Such investment limit may be
extended to 20% of the NAV of the Scheme with
the prior approval of the Trustee and the Board of
the AMC.

Provided that such limit shall not be applicable for
investments in government securities and money
market instruments.

Provided further that investment within such limit
can be made in mortgaged backed securitised
debt which are rated not below investment grade
by a credit rating agency registered with SEBI.

The ELSS noatifications requires the funds of
the HDFC Tax Plan 2000 and HDFC TaxSaver to
be invested in equities, cumulative convertible
preference shares and fully convertible
debentures and bonds of companies.
Investment may also be made in partly
convertible debentures and bonds including
those issued on a rights basis subject to the
condition that, as far as possible, the non
convertible portion of the debenture so
acquired or subscribed shall be disinvested
within a period of 12 months. Further, the
funds of the HDFC Tax Plan 2000 and HDFC
TaxSaver is to remain invested to the extent
of at least 80% in the securities specified
herein.

e Each of the respective Schemes shall not invest
more than 10% of its NAV in unrated debt
instruments [irrespective of residual maturity period
(above or below one year)], issued by a single
issuer and the total investment in such instruments
shall not exceed 25% of the NAV of the Scheme.
All such investments shall be made with the prior
approval of the Trustee and the Board of the AMC.

e The Mutual Fund under all its Schemes will not
own more than ten percent of any Company’s paid
up capital carrying voting rights.

e Transfer of investments from one Scheme to
another Scheme in the same Mutual Fund, shall be
allowed only if:-

(a) suchtransfersare made at the prevailing market
price for quoted Securities on spot basis

Explanation : spot basis shall have the same
meaning as specified by Stock Exchange for
spot transactions

(b) the Securities so transferred shall be in
conformity with the investment objective of
the Scheme to which such transfer has been
made.

e Each of the respective Schemes may invest in
another scheme under the same AMC or any other
mutual fund without charging any fees, provided
that aggregate inter-scheme investment made by
all schemes under the same AMC or in schemes
under the management of any other asset
management shall not exceed 5% of the net asset
value of the Mutual Fund.

e Pending deployment as per investment objective,
the moneys under the respective Schemes may be
invested in short-term deposits of Scheduled
Commercial Banks.

Pending investment of the funds of the HDFC
Tax Plan 2000 and HDFC TaxSaver in the
required manner, the AMC may invest the
funds of the HDFC Tax Plan 2000 and HDFC
TaxSaver in short-term money market
instruments or other liquid instruments or
both. After 3 years from the date of allotment
of the Units, the Mutual Fund may hold upto
20% of net assets of the HDFC Tax Plan 2000
and HDFC TaxSaver in short-term money
market instruments and other liquid
instruments to enable the Mutual Fund to
redeem investment of those Unit holders who
would seek to tender the Units for
Redemption.

e No Scheme of the Mutual Fund shall make any
investments in:

(@) any unlisted security of an associate or group
company of the Sponsor; or

(b) any security issued by way of private placement
by an associate or group company of the
Sponsor; or

(c) the listed securities of group companies of the
Sponsor which is in excess of 25% of the net
assets.

(d) any Fund of Funds Scheme

e No Scheme of the Mutual Fund shall invest more
than 10 per cent of its NAV in case of the equity
shares or equity related instruments of any company
and in listed securities / units of Venture Capital
Funds. However, in case of HDFC Index Fund, the
limit does not apply to the Nifty Plan, the SENSEX
Plan as well as to the portion of the SENSEX Plus
Plan which is passively managed.

e Each of the respective Schemes shall not invest
more than 5% of its NAV in the unlisted equity
shares or equity related instruments and in unlisted
securities / units of Venture Capital Funds. SENSEX
Plan and Nifty Plan of HDFC Index Fund shall not
invest in unlisted Equity Shares or Equity related
instruments and in unlisted securities / units of
Venture Capital Funds.

The AMC may alter these above stated restrictions
from time to time to the extent the SEBI Regulations
change, so as to permit the Scheme(s) to make its
investments in the full spectrum of permitted
investments for mutual funds to achieve its respective
investment objective. The Trustee may from time to
time alter these restrictions in conformity with the SEBI
Regulations.

All investment restrictions shall be applicable at the
time of making investment.

As the HDFC Gilt Fund and HDFC Sovereign Gilt
Fund intend to invest only in Government Securities,
the limitation clause is not relevant.

16. THE ASSET MANAGEMENT
COMPANY

HDFC Asset Management Company Limited (AMC)
was incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956, on
December 10, 1999, and was approved to act as an
Asset Management Company for the Mutual Fund by
SEBI on July 3, 2000.

The registered office of the AMC is situated at Ramon
House, 3rd Floor, H.T. Parekh Marg, 169, Backbay
Reclamation, Churchgate, Mumbai - 400 020.

In terms of the Investment Management Agreement,
the Trustee has appointed HDFC Asset Management
Company Limited to manage the Mutual Fund. The
paid up capital of the AMC is Rs. 75.161 crore.

Zurich Insurance Company (ZIC), the Sponsor of Zurich
India Mutual Fund, following a review of its overall
strategy, had decided to divest its Asset Management
business in India.

(Portfolio Managers) Regulations, 1993. The Certificate
of Registration is valid from January 1, 2001 to
December 31,2003. The AMC is also providing portfolio
management / advisory services and such activities are
not in conflict with the activities of the Mutual Fund.

ASSET MANAGEMENT FEES

As per the Investment Management Agreement and
the SEBI Regulations, the AMC is entitled to an
investment management and advisory fee at the rate
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of 1.25% per annum of the weekly average net assets
outstanding in each accounting year for the Scheme,
as long as the net assets do not exceed Rs. 100 crore
and 1.00% of the excess amount over Rs. 100 crore,
where net assets so calculated exceed Rs. 100 crore.

17.1 UNITS AND OFFER

Who can invest?

The following persons are eligible and may apply for
subscription to the Units of the Scheme(s) (subject,
wherever relevant, to purchase of units of mutual
funds being permitted under relevant statutory
regulations and their respective constitutions):

1. Resident adult individuals either singly or jointly

Remitted abroad or at the NRI investor's option,
credited to his NRE / FCNR / NRO account, where
the Units were purchased on repatriation basis and
the payment for the purchase of Units redeemed
was made by inward remittance through normal
banking channels or out of funds held in NRE /
FCNR account.

In the case of Flls -

Credit the net amount of redemption proceeds of such
Units to the foreign currency account or Non-Resident
Rupee Account of the Fll investor.

Pursuant to Government of India Notification No. GSR
(381) E dated May 3, 2000, transactions which are not
specifically prohibited under the Foreign Exchange
Management (Current Account Transactions) Rules,
2000 or which are not included in Schedule Il
(transactions specified in this Schedule require prior
approval of the Government of India) or Schedule Il
(transactions specified in this Schedule require prior
approval of Reserve Bank of India) may be permitted
by authorised dealers without any monetary /
percentage ceilings subject to compliance with the
provisions of Section 10(5) of the Foreign Exchange
Management Act, 1999.

19.7 RIGHT TO LIMIT REDEMPTIONS

The AMC may, in the general interest of the Unit
holders of the Scheme(s), keeping in view the
unforeseen circumstances/unsure conditions, limit the
total number of Units which may be redeemed on any
Business Day to 5% of the total number of Units then
in issue under each Plan of the Scheme(s) (or such
higher percentage as the AMC may decide in any
particular case). In addition, the Trustee reserves the
right, in its sole discretion, to limit Redemptions with
respect to any single account to an amount of Rs. 2
crore (Rs.5 crore in case of HLF) on a single Business
Day. Any Units which by virtue of these limitations are
not Redeemed on a particular Business Day will be
carried forward for Redemption to the next Business
Day, in order of receipt. Redemptions so carried forward
will be priced on the basis of the Redemption Price of
the Business Day on which Redemption is made. Under
such circumstances, to the extent multiple Redemption
requests are received at the same time on a single
Business Day, Redemption will be made on pro-rata
basis, based on the size of each Redemption request,

the balance amount being carried forward for
Redemption to the next Business Day(s).

20. BANK DETAILS

In order to protect the interest of investors from
fraudulent encashment of cheques, the current SEBI
Regulations, has made it mandatory for investors to
mention in their application / Redemption request, the
bank name and account number. The normal processing
time may not be applicable in situations where such
details are not provided by investors. The AMC will not
be responsible for any loss arising out of fraudulent
encashment of cheques and/or any delay/loss in transit.

21. TRANSFER FACILITY

The Mutual Fund will be repurchasing (subject to
completion of Lock-in Period) and issuing Units on
an ongoing basis and hence the transfer facility is
found redundant. However, if a transferee becomes a
holder of the Units by operation of law or upon
enforcement of a pledge, then the AMC shall, subject
to production of such evidence and submission of such
documents, which in their opinion is sufficient, proceed
to effect the transfer, if the intended transferee is
otherwise eligible to hold the Units.

A person becoming entitled to hold the Units in
consequence of the death, insolvency, or winding up
of the sole holder or the survivors of joint holders,
upon producing evidence to the satisfaction of the
Mutual Fund shall be registered as a Unit holder.

[t may, however, be noted that in the event of death
of the Unit holder of HTP and HTS, the nominee/legal
heir, subject to production of requisite documentary
evidence to the satisfaction of the AMC, will be able
to redeem the investment in HTP and HTS only after
the completion of one year or any time thereafter,
from the date of allotment of Units to the deceased
Unit holder. Any addition / deletion of name from the
folio of the Unit holder is deemed as transfer of Units.
In view of the same, additions / deletions of names will
not be allowed under any folio of the Scheme. The said
provisions in respect of deletion of names will not be
applicable in case of death of a Unit holder (in respect
of joint holdings) as this is treated as transmission of
Units and not transfer.

22. NOMINATION FACILITY

Pursuant to Regulation 29A of the SEBI Regulations,
the AMC is providing an option to the Unit holder to
nominate (in the manner prescribed under the SEBI
Regulations), a person in whom the Units held by him
shall vest in the event of his death. Where the Units
are held by more then one person jointly, the joint Unit
holders may together nominate a person in whom all
the rights in the Units shall vest in the event of death
of all the joint Unit holders. By provision of this facility
the AMC is not in any way attempting to grant any
rights other than those granted by law to the nominee.
A nomination in respect of the Units does not create
an interest in the property after the death of the Unit
holder. The nominee shall receive the Units only as an
agent and trustee for the legal heirs or legatees as the
case may be. It is hereby clarified that the nominees
under the nomination facility provided herein shall not
necessarily acquire any title or beneficial interest in the
property by virtue of this nomination.

Non-individuals including society, trust, body corporate,
partnership firm, Karta of Hindu Undivided Family,
holder of Power of Attorney cannot nominate. The
Nominee shall not be a trust, society, body corporate,
partnership firm, Karta of Hindu Undivided Family or
a Power of Attorney holder. A non-resident Indian can
be a Nominee subject to the exchange controls in force
from time to time.

Nomination in respect of the Units stands rescinded
upon the Redemption of Units. Cancellation of
nomination can be made only by those individuals who
hold Units on their own behalf singly or jointly and
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who made the original nomination. On cancellation of
the nomination the nomination shall stand rescinded
and the Mutual Fund / AMC shall not be under any
obligation to transfer the Units in favour of the nominee.

The nomination facility extended under the Scheme is
subject to existing laws. The AMC shall, subject to
production of such evidence which in their opinion is
sufficient, proceed to effect the payment to the
Nominee. Transfer of Units / payment to the nominee
of the sums shall discharge the Mutual Fund / AMC of
all liability towards the estate of the deceased Unit
holder and his/her/their successors/legal heirs.

23. SUSPENSION OF SALE /
REDEMPTION / SWITCHING
OPTIONS OF THE UNITS

The Mutual Fund at its sole discretion reserves the right
to withdraw Sale and/or Redemption or Switching of
the Units in the Scheme(s) (including any one of the
Plan of any of the Scheme) temporarily or indefinitely,
if in the opinion of the AMC the general market
conditions are not favourable and/or suitable investment
opportunities are not available for deployment of funds.
However, the suspension of Sale/Redemption/Switch
either temporarily or indefinitely will be with the
approval of the Trustee.

The Sale, Redemption and Switching of the Units may
be temporarily suspended under the following
conditions:

1. When one or more stock exchanges or markets,
which provide basis for valuation for a substantial
portion of the assets of the Scheme are closed
otherwise than for ordinary holidays.

2. When, asaresult of political, economic or monetary
events or any circumstances outside the control of
the Trustee and the AMC, the disposal of the
assets of the Scheme(s) are not reasonable, or
would not reasonably be practicable without being
detrimental to the interests of the Unit holders.

3. In the event of breakdown in the means of
communication used for the valuation of
investments of the Scheme(s), without which the
value of the securities of the Scheme(s) cannot be
accurately calculated.

4. During periods of extreme volatility of markets,
which in the opinion of the AMC are prejudicial to
the interests of the Unit holders of the Scheme.

5. In case of natural calamities, strikes, riots and
bandhs.

6. In the event of any force majeure or disaster that
affects the normal functioning of the AMC or the
ISC.

7. During the period of Book Closure.
8. If so directed by SEBI.

The AMC reserves the right in its sole discretion to
withdraw the facility of Sale and Switching option of
Units into and out of the Scheme(s) [including any one
Plan of the Scheme(s)], temporarily or indefinitely, if
AMC views that changing the size of the corpus further
may prove detrimental to the existing Unit holders of
the Scheme(s).

Suspension or restriction of Redemption facility shall
be made applicable only after the approval of the
Board of Directors of the AMC and the Trustee. The
approval from the AMC Board and the Trustee giving
details of circumstances and justification for the
proposed action shall also be informed to SEBI in
advance.

24. WINDING UP

Being open ended, the Scheme(s) have a perpetual
life. The AMC, the Mutual Fund and Trustee reserve
the right to make changes/ alterations to the Scheme(s)
(including the charging of fees and expenses) offered

under the Offer Documents to the extent permitted by
the SEBI Regulations. However, in terms of the SEBI
Regulations, the Scheme(s) may be wound up after
repaying the amount due to the Unit holders:

(@) onthe happening of any event which, in the opinion
of the Trustee, requires the Scheme(s) to be wound
up; or

(b) Seventy five percent of the Unit holders of the
Scheme pass a resolution that the Scheme(s) be
wound up; or

(c) SEBI directs the Scheme(s) to be wound up in the
interest of the Unit holders.

25. NET ASSET VALUE

NAV of Units under each Scheme / Plan shall be
calculated as shown below:

The NAV of the respective Scheme(s) will be calculated
and disclosed at the close of every Business Day. In case
of HIF, HLF, HFRIF - Short Term Plan, HHIF - Short
Term Plan, HCMF & HSTP the AMC will calculate the
NAVs all year round.

After the first income distribution, separate NAVs will
be calculated and announced for each of the two Plans
| Options viz. Growth and Dividend Plans / Options.
The NAVs will be calculated upto three decimals in the
case of HGF, HBF, HTP, HEF, HT200, HCBF, HTS and
HPF and upto four decimal places in the case of HIF,
HLF, HGILT, HSTP, HHIF-Regular Plan and Short
Term Plan, HTP, HSGF, HCMF and HDFC Index Fund.
Units will be allotted upto three decimals.

26. VALUATION OF SCHEMES’
ASSETS
Valuation of Assets will be in accordance with the

provisions of the SEBI Regulations/Guidelines/Directives
as amended from time to time.

27. TAX BENEFITS OF
INVESTING IN THE
MUTUAL FUND
As per the taxation laws in force as at the date of the
Document, the tax benefits that are available to the

investors investing in the Units of the Plans are stated
as follows.

The tax benefits described in this Document, are as per
the Finance Act, 2003 and are available subject to
relevant conditions. The information given is included
only for general purpose and is based on advise received
by the AMC regarding the law and practise currently
in force in India and the Investors/Unit holders should
be aware that the relevant fiscal rules or their
interpretation may change. As is the case with any
investment, there can be no guarantee that the tax
position or the proposed tax position prevailing at the
time of an investment in the Scheme will endure
indefinitely. In view of the individual nature of tax
consequences, each Investor / Unit holder is advised to
consult his / her own professional tax advisor.

1. Tax Benefits to the Mutual Fund

HDFC Mutual Fund is a Mutual Fund registered
with the Securities & Exchange Board of India and
hence the entire income of the Mutual Fund will
be exempt from income-tax in accordance with
the provisions of Section 10(23D) of the Income-
tax Act, 1961, (the Act).

The Mutual Fund will receive all income without
any deduction of tax at source under the provisions
of Section 196(iv), of the Act.

However, on income distribution, if any, made by
the Mutual Fund, income-tax will be payable under
Section 115R of the Act, at 12.8125% (inclusive
of surcharge on income-tax), except, inter-alia, in
the case of open-ended equity — oriented funds,
(i.e. where the investible funds are invested by way
of equity shares in domestic companies to the
extent of more than 50% of the total proceeds of
the Fund), where no such tax will be levied for a
period of one year commencing from April 01,
2003.

2. Tax Benefits to Unitholders
i. Income-tax
All Unitholders

Income received in respect of units of a mutual
fund, including Units under the respective Plans
would be exempt from tax under Section 10(35)
of the Act.

e Tax Deduction at Source
All Unitholders

In view of the exemption of income in the
hands of the Unit holders, no income-tax
is deductible at source, on income
distribution by the Mutual Fund on or after
April 1, 2003, under the provisions of
Section 194K and 196A of the Act.

e C(Capital Gains Tax
Foreign Institutional Investors

Long-term capital gains on sale of Units,
held for a period of more than twelve
months, would be taxed at the rate of
10% under Section 115AD of the Act.
Such gains, would be calculated without
indexation of cost of acquisition. Short-
term capital gains would be taxed at 30%.
The above tax rates would be increased by
applicable surcharge, of 10% thereon, in
case of, non-corporate unitholders, where
the income exceeds Rs.850,000/-.

Other Unit holders

Long term capital gains in respect of Units,
held for a period of more than twelve
months, will be chargeable under Section
112 of the Act, at concessional rates of
tax, at 20% as increased by the applicable
surcharge.

The following amounts would be
deductible from the full value of
consideration, to arrive at the amount of
capital gains:

e Cost of acquisition of Units as adjusted
by Cost Inflation Index notified by the
Central Government; and

e Expenditure incurred wholly and
exclusively in connection with such
transfer.

Where redemption is made during the
minority of the child, tax will be levied on
either of the parents, whose income is
greater. When the child attains majority,
such tax liability will be on the child.

In case of Individuals and Hindu Undivided
Families, where taxable income as reduced
by long-term capital gains, is below the
basic exemption limit, the long-term capital
gains will be reduced to the extent of the
shortfall and only the balance long-term
capital gains will be subjected to the flat
rate of income-tax.

However, where the tax payable on such
long-term capital gains, computed before
indexation, exceeds 10%, as increased by
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the applicable surcharge, of the amount of
capital gains, such excess tax shall not be
payable by the Unit holder.

All Unit holders

Under the provisions of Section 94(7) of
the Act, loss arising on sale of Units, which
are bought within 3 months prior to the
record date (i.e. the date fixed by the
Mutual Fund for the purposes of
entitlement of the Unit holders to receive
the income) and sold within 3 months after
the record date, shall be ignored for the
purpose of computing income chargeable
to tax to the extent of exempt income
received or receivable on such Units.

Tax Deduction at Source

Domestic Unit holders

No income-tax is deductible at source from
income by way of capital gains under the
present provisions of the Act.

Foreign Institutional Investors

Under Section 196D of the Act, no
deduction shall be made from any income
by way of capital gains, in respect of transfer
of securities referred to in Section 115AD
of the Act.

Other Non-resident Unit holders
Part Il of the First Schedule to the Finance
Act, 2003, provides for deduction of tax at

source from capital gains at the rate of
20%, where they relate to long-term capital
gains and at the marginal rates, viz. at
30% in case of non-corporate Unit holders
and at 40% in case of corporate Unit
holders, in case of short-term capital gains.
Surcharge on income-tax will be levied at
10%, on such tax, in respect of all Unit
holders, other than corporate Unit holders,
where the income exceeds Rs.850,000/-
and in respect of all corporate Unit holders
at 2.5% of such tax.

Other Benefits

Subject to such conditions and limitations
prescribed under Section 88 of the Income Tax
Act, 1961, subscription to the Units of the HTP
and HTS by Individuals and Hindu Undivided
Families, not exceeding Rupees ten thousand
would be eligible to a deduction, from income-
tax, of an amount equal to 20% of the amount
so subscribed.

Investments in Units of the Mutual Fund will
rank as an eligible form of investment under
Section 11(5) of the Act read with Rule 17C of
the Income-tax Rules, 1962, for Religious and
Charitable Trusts.

Investments in Units of the HGILT and HSGF
will also rank as an eligible form of investment
to the extent provided under Rule 67(2) of the

Income Tax Rules, 1962 for Recognised
Provident Funds, Superannuation Funds and
Approved Gratuity Funds.

ii. Wealth-tax

Units held under the respective Plans are not
treated as assets as defined under Section 2(ea)
of the Wealth-tax Act, 1957 and thereof would
not liable to wealth-tax.

iii. Gift-tax
The Gift-tax Act, 1958 has ceased to apply to
gifts made on or after October 1, 1998. Gifts

of Units, purchased under the respective Plans,
would therefore, be exempt from gift-tax.

30.6 HDFC OFFICES / SERVICE CENTRES /

AS INVESTOR SERVICES/
DISTRIBUTION CENTRES
The AMC will avail the services of the Sponsors / and
their associates for client servicing and for usage of
designated branches as Investor Service Centres and
also to act as collection and distribution agents. The
Sponsors and their associates shall be paid a fee, which
may be higher than the market rates due to the superior
quality of services rendered and prime locations of the
ISCs. These fees shall be debited to the Scheme, subject
to SEBI Regulations.

31. RIGHTS OF UNIT HOLDERS
OF THE SCHEME(S)

e Unit holders of the Scheme have a proportionate
right in the beneficial ownership of the assets of
the Scheme.

e When the Mutual Fund declares a dividend under
the Scheme, the despatch of dividend warrants
shall be made within 30 days of the declaration of
the dividend.

As per SEBI Regulations, the Mutual Fund shall
despatch Redemption proceeds within 10 Business
Days of receiving the Redemption request. However,
under normal circumstances, the Mutual Fund will
endeavour to despatch the Redemption cheque
within 3 Business Days from the acceptance of the
Redemption request.

A penal interest of 15% or such other rate as may
be prescribed by SEBI from time to time, will be
paid in case the redemption proceeds are not made
within 10 Business Days of the date of Redemption
request.

Account Statement reflecting the new or additional
subscription as well as Redemption / Switch of
Units shall be despatched to the Unit holder within
30 days from the date of receipt of the request
from the Unit holder. Provided if a Unit holder so
desires the Mutual Fund shall issue a Unit certificate
(non-transferable) within 30 days of the receipt of
request for the certificate. However, under normal
circumstances, the Mutual Fund shall endeavour
to despatch the Account Statement within 3
Business Days from the date of receipt of the
request.

The Trustee is bound to make such disclosures to
the Unit holders as are essential in order to keep
them informed about any information known to
the Trustee which may have a material adverse
bearing on their investments.

The appointment of the AMC for the Mutual Fund
can be terminated by majority of the directors of
the Trustee or by 75% of the Unit holders of the
Scheme.

The Trustee is obliged to convene a meeting on a
requisition of 75% of the Unit holders of a Scheme.

75% of the Unit holders of a Scheme can pass a
resolution to wind-up a Scheme.

Copies of the following documents may be
inspected during Business Hours on any Business
Day at the registered office of the AMC.

Trust Deed and Deed of Variation; Investment
Management Agreement; Custodian Agreement;
Registrars Agreement; Memorandum and Articles
of Association of the Trustee and AMC; Securities
and Exchange Board of India (Mutual Funds)
Regulations, 1996; Indian Trusts Act, 1882; Consent
of the Auditors and Legal Advisors to act in the
said capacity; and Registration Certificate for the
Mutual Fund granted by SEBI; Copy of the Offer
Documents of the respective Scheme(s); Annual
Report of the Asset Management Company.

32. STOCK LENDING BY
MUTUAL FUND

Subject to the SEBI Regulations (and ELSS
notifications in case of HTP and HTS) as applicable
from time to time, the Mutual Fund (except HGILT and
HSGF) may, if the Trustee permit, engage in Stock
lending.

33. BORROWING BY THE
MUTUAL FUND

Under the SEBI Regulations, the Mutual Fund is allowed
to borrow to meet the temporary liquidity requirements
of its Scheme(s) for the purpose of Redemption of
Units or the payment of interest or dividend to the Unit
holders. Further, as per the SEBI Regulations, the Mutual
Fund shall not borrow more than 20% of the Net
Assets of the respective Scheme(s) and the duration of
such borrowing shall not exceed a period of six months.

34. INTER SCHEME TRANSFERS

Transfer of investments from one scheme to another
scheme under the Mutual Fund, shall be allowed only
if:

(a) such transfers are made at the prevailing market
price for quoted Securities on spot basis.

Explanation: Spot basis shall have the same
meaning as specified by Stock Exchange for spot
transactions.
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(b) the Securities so transferred shall be in conformity
with the investment objective of the scheme to
which such transfer has been made.

35. PLEDGE OF UNITS

The Units under the respective Scheme(s) (subject to
completion of Lock-in Period, if any) may be offered
as security by way of a pledge / charge in favour of

scheduled banks, financial institutions, non-banking
finance companies (NBFCs), or any other body. The
AMC and / or the ISC will note and record such Pledged
Units. A standard form for this purpose is available on
request from any of the ISCs. The AMC shall mark a
lien only upon receiving the duly completed form and
documents as it may require. Disbursement of such
loans will be at the entire discretion of the bank /

The Schemewise annual report or an abridged summary
thereof shall be mailed/e-mailed where requested for
to all Unit holders not later than six months from the
date of closure of the relevant accounting year and full
annual report shall be available for inspection at the
Head Office of the Mutual Fund and a copy shall be

made available to the Unit holders on request on
payment of nominal fees, if any. These results shall also
be displayed on the website of the Mutual Fund and
AMFI.

Before expiry of one month from the close of each half
year that is on March 31 and September 30, the
Mutual Fund will publish its half-yearly unaudited
financial results in one national English daily newspaper
circulating in the whole of India and in a newspaper
published in the language of the region where the
Head Office of the Mutual Fund is situated as per the
format prescribed by SEBI vide their Circular No. MFD/
CIR/1/200/2001 dated April 20, 2001. These results
shall also be displayed on the website of the Mutual
Fund and AMFI.

The Mutual Fund shall make arrangement to display
the half-yearly unaudited results in the old format on
its Website before the expiry of two months from the
close of each half-year. These results are not required
to be published in the newspapers.

The Mutual Fund shall before the expiry of one month
from the close of each half year i.e. March 31 and
September 30, send to all Unit holders a complete
statement of its Scheme portfolio. Provided that the
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statement of Scheme portfolio may not be sent to the
Unit holders if the statement is published, by way of
an advertisement, in one English daily circulating in the
whole of India and in a newspaper published in the
language of the region where the Head Office of the
Mutual Fund is situated. The disclosure of Portfolio
shall be made in the format prescribed by SEBI in their
Circular No. MFD/CIR/9/120/2000 dated November
24, 2000. The statement of portfolio shall also be
displayed on the website of the Mutual Fund.

The Mutual Fund shall disclose large unitholdings in
the Scheme which are over 25% of the NAV. The
information on the number of such investors and total
holdings by them in percentage terms, shall be disclosed
in the allotment letters after the Initial Public Offer and
also in the annual and the half-yearly results.

The annual report containing accounts of the AMC
shall be displayed on the Website of the Mutual Fund.
Unit holders, if they so desire, may request for the
annual report of the AMC.

38. POLICY ON OFFSHORE
INVESTMENTS BY THE SCHEME(S)
(EXCEPT HGILT / HSGF)

The Scheme(s) may, with the approval of SEBI / RBI
invest in :

a) Foreign debt securities in the countries with fully
convertible currencies, short-term as well as long-
term debt instruments with highest rating (foreign
currency credit rating) by accredited / registered
credit rating agencies, say A-1/AAA by Standard &
Poor, P-1/AAA by Moody’s, F1/AAA by Fitch IBCA,
etc.

b) Government securities where the countries are
AAA rated as provided in the SEBI circular MFD/
CIR/17/419/02 dated March 30, 2002 and as per
any subsequent instructions or guidelines that may
be issued by SEBI in this regard.

c) ADRs / GDRs

d) Equities of listed overseas companies which have
a shareholding of atleast 10% in an Indian
Company listed on a recognised Stock Exchange
inIndia (as onJanuary 31, of the year of investment).

As per SEBI circular SEBI/MFD/CIR/No.2/6855/03 dated
April 4, 2003, mutual funds are permitted to invest in
Foreign Securities upto 10% of the net assets as on
January 31, 2003, subject to a maximum of US $ 50
million.

Subject to the approval of the RBI/ SEBI and conditions
as may be prescribed by them, the Mutual Fund may
open one or more foreign currency accounts abroad
either directly, or through the custodian/sub-custodian,
to facilitate investments and to enter into/deal in
forward currency contracts, currency futures, index
options, index futures, interest rate futures/swaps,
currency options for the purpose of hedging the risks
of assets of a portfolio or for its efficient management.

Overseas Debt Market

The nature and number of debt instruments available
in international debt markets is very wide. In terms of
diverse instruments as well as liquidity, overseas debt
markets offer great depth and are extremely well-
developed.

Investment in international debt greatly expands the
universe of top quality debt, which is no longer restricted
to the limited papers available in the domestic debt
market. The higher rated overseas sovereign, quasi-
government and corporate debt offer lower default
risk in addition to offering a high degree of liquidity
since these are traded across major international
markets. Investments in rated international debt offer
multiple benefits of risk reduction, a much wider
universe of top quality debt and also potential gains
from currency movements.

Investments in international markets are most often in
U.S. dollars, though the Euro, Pound Sterling and the
Yen are also major currencies. Though this market is
geographically well-spread across global financial
centres, the markets in the U.S., European Union and
London offer the most liquidity and depth of
instruments.

Besides factors specific to the country / issuer,
international bond prices are influenced to a large
extent by a number of other factors; chief among
these are the international economic outlook, changes
in interest rates in major economies, trading volumes
in overseas markets, cross currency movements among
major currencies, rating changes of countries /
corporations and major political changes globally.

The overseas securities markets offer new investment
and portfolio diversification opportunities by enabling
investments in the overseas markets. However, such
investments also entail additional risks. Such investment
opportunities may be pursued by the Mutual Fund
provided they are considered appropriate in terms of
the overall investment objectives of the Scheme.

Risk factors associated with investing Foreign
Debt Securities
Currency Risk :

Moving from Indian Rupee (INR) to any other currency
entails currency risk. To the extent that the assets of
the Scheme will be invested in securities denominated
in foreign currencies, the Indian Rupee equivalent of
the net assets, distributions and income may be
adversely affected by changes in the value of certain
foreign currencies relative to the Indian Rupee.

Interest Rate Risk :

The pace and movement of interest rate cycles of
various countries, though loosely co-related, can differ
significantly. Hence by investing in securities of countries
other than India, we stand exposed to their interest
rate cycles.

Credit Risks :

This is substantially reduced since the regulations
stipulate investments only in papers rated AAA by S&P,
Moody's or Fitch IBCA.

To manage risks associated with foreign currency and
interest rate exposure, the Mutual Fund may use
derivatives for efficient portfolio management including
hedging and in accordance with conditions as may be
stipulated by SEBI / RBI from time to time.

Exposure Limits :

The respective Scheme(s) will invest in Foreign Securities
upto limits specified in their respective investment
strategies.

Such investments would be subject to the overall limit
specified by the RBI / SEBI from time to time. However,
the AMC with a view to protecting the interest of the
investors may increase or decrease this exposure as
deemed fit from time to time subject to the regulatory
limit.
Benefits of International Investing :
m Diversification of risk
Investing in Foreign Debt Securities allows the
investor to move away from a single country, single
currency and single market format.

m Better credit quality
Since the investment in Foreign Debt Securities will
only be in papers rated AAA by S&P or Moody's
or Fitch IBCA etc. the credit quality of such papers
will be much superior to the papers available
domestically.

m  Wider choice of investment opportunities
The overseas debt markets allows investors access
to a choice of investment avenues / instruments.
These markets are also typically more liquid than
domestic markets.

The Mutual Fund may, where necessary appoint
intermediaries as sub-managers, sub-custodians, etc.
for managing and administering such investments.
The appointment of such intermediaries shall be in
accordance with the applicable requirements of SEBI
and within the permissible ceilings of expenses.
